2. Medical, Dental and Veterinary Clinics and education in hygiene, sanitation, first aid and good health practices. 
3. Christian Education for the youth through the AMO Program.
4. Bible studies for children taught by members of the team.
5. The Farmer Field School component of the Agriculture Project was created to promote sustainable crop production, harvest handling, quality control and agribusiness skills.
6. Construction of the Irrigation System component of the Agriculture Project was completed, which will provide a reliable water source for crop production.


Meetings with the Community Leaders, Food for the Hungry and the Team during our last visit defined some major initiatives in the community to facilitate this Biblical World-view Transformation. 
The community has identified a need for a Community Center, which would be a common meeting place that would provide training for leadership, vocations, horticulture, business, computer skills, early childhood development, parenting and health & hygiene, in addition to church services and children’s Christian education. 
In addition to the Community Center, we plan continuing the following projects in 2018:

1. Construction of 10 more Latrines in the community.

2. Provide Christian Education for the youth through the AMO Program.

3. Bible studies for children.

4. Funding for supplies for Medical, Dental and Veterinary Clinics and heath education.
The men and women on the teams have put their faith into action by traveling to this small community in the Dominican Republic to share the love and hope found in Jesus Christ.
